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   Operating Instructions for

AQEB-2000 E-BAM MODEM

1) Important: This unit is equipped with an internal battery and should be charged for a full day before the unit is connected for use.

2) Placement of the E-BAM tripod should be in the highest location available with a clear view of the sky. Tall buildings or large natural barriers will obstruct the AQEB-2000 modem’s ability to obtain satellite communications.

3) Assemble brackets (see photos) and hang the unit on the E-BAM tripod.

4) Screw the antenna to the top of the box making sure it is firmly seated

5) To maintain backup battery charge plug power cord into 110v power outlet.

6) Plug in 7-pin data cable to Communication Port on the bottom of E-BAM.

7) After the E-BAM battery is fully charged turn on the AQEB-2000 and confirm the light is on above the power switch.

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A. Modem initialized light is on.

B. Serial Data measurement Digital 0 from E-BAM light is on.

C. Serial Data measurement Digital 1 from E-BAM light is on.

D. Light is on when Satellite is in view and off between Satellite passes.

9) Lights A+B+C will be on when Modem is functioning and Data is being sampled. Light D will be on when satellite is in view.

10) Front door of E-BAM must be completely closed during unit operation.

11) TROUBLESHOOTING: Before calling AIRSIS make sure all connections are accurate and that AQEB-2000 battery has at least 12 volts. A laptop computer may be needed for certain diagnostics. For Technical Support please contact AIRSIS (619) 585-0435
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
